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PARENT & PLAYER INFORMATION

If you are interested in trying out for an open position on a team, please make sure you are aware of, agree with and are supportive of our goals and rules. 
 

OUR GOALS:
 
1. Find players and parents who best match the need of our coaches.  Each coach has his/her own idea of his/her needs and so he/she is the final decision maker as to who he/she will select to play for his/her team. 
 
1. If a player is not selected to play she will receive a phone call explaining why she was not selected if she is not told while at the tryout venue.  We are not here to hurt these young ladies’ feelings or self esteem, and we understand this process is sometimes difficult on these young players.  We want to help them as much as we can, but not every player is a good match for a particular team.

 
OUR RULES:
 
1. Coach’s coach, players play and parents cheer.   We all have our jobs and we must always do our job with the safety and the well-being of our players in mind first and always.  Everyone, regardless of their position on the team, should always treat everyone with respect.
 
We ask our parents not to coach from the stands as this is very destructive to the player. This must never happen.  If you are not able to do this, this organization is not a fit for you.  We are very serious about this rule.  Sorry for the blunt delivery, but this is a no gray area rule for our club.  If you are found to be coaching from the stands we will ask you to stop.  Players have enough going on while on the field they don't need more coaches yelling at them during a play or a game.  I hope this is understood. If not please ask a coach.
 

The coach has final say on all playing time.  This is another rule that is very strict. No parent under any circumstance should ever speak to a coach about playing time.  If a player has questions they should talk to their coach in private, but parents must never address this issue with a coach.  The reason this is such a strict rule is that these sorts of 
things create problems inside of a team.  If one parent feels their daughter is being sat out because another parent complained about playing time, then before you know it you have everyone going to the coach and complaining.  The best way to fix this is to have the player talk to the coach at practice in private, not during a tournament and never during a game.
 
Making the team does not guarantee a player will ever play an inning.  It is our aim to select players we feel can be put in a game anytime.  We don't just want them sitting on the bench anymore than you.  At the same time, no player will play every inning of every game during a season.  Everyone will have a chance to spend some time on the bench cheering for their team.
 
1. We expect your player to commit to the entire schedule in the months of April, May, June and July.  Our travel schedule will be set by February.  We may make up to 5 out-of-town tournaments in these months.  We will also be playing in several tournaments in or near Sioux Falls.  Every Diamonds team is expected to participate in the annual South Dakota Open Tournament.  Proceeds will go to the core indoor facility.  There is also Nationals to consider at the end of July.  Usually the last two weeks of July.

We will also hold mandatory and voluntary practices throughout the off-season.

1. All expenses for your player are your responsibility.  You may use sponsorships or fund-raising to help off-set those costs.
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
